We certainly hope that the
summer semester will already be offered under the regular
circumstances.

For those of you, who are still thinking about applying for a
semester abroad, we also have some good news: on the one
hand, there are certain spots left open for the summer semes-
ter 2021 (e.g. in Brno, Tours, Warsaw, et.). On the other hand,
our upcoming deadline for the academic year of 2021/2022 is
approaching. Please file your application by the last Friday in
January 2021.

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New Course: Regulating Artificial
Intelligence in the Public Sector

In the winter semester 2020/2021, Dr. Hannah Ruschemeier of-
fers an English-language legal course on “"Regulating Artificial In-
telligence (Al) in the Public Sector”. Al is increasingly present in
judicial procedures and legal matters, as well as in everyday life.
Especially in the public sector, expectations are high for Al to trans-
form public administration and public service into efficient working
organizations. Besides the chances there are risks: Al needs reg-
ulation and a legal framework. The course will examine the basic
technical principles and theories of Al and their implications for the
public sector, the constitution, and the question of liability. Will the
robo-lawyers take over? How can the state be held responsible for
using Al? Such questions will be analyzed through case studies and
discussions.

Dr. Ruschemeier is a research fellow in charge of the project "Al in
State and Public Administration” at the Center for Advanced Inter-
net Studies in Bochum and a postdoc researcher at the German
University for Administrative Sciences in Speyer.

The course will be taught via Zoom on Tuesdays from 10 a.m. until
noon starting November 3, 2020. If you are interested in participat-
ing, you can register for the course through eCampus until October
29,2020 at midnight.

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New Course: Law &
International Security

In the upcoming winter semester
2020/2021, the DAAD Guest Profes-
sor at the Institute for International
Law of Peace and Armed Conflict
(IFHV), Professor Dr. Alena Douhan
will offer an exciting new course on
‘Law and International Security”.
Professor Douhan is a professor of
International Law at the Belarusian
State University and the UN Special
Rapporteur on the negative impact
of the unilateral coercive measures
on the enjoyment of human rights.
The course examines contemporary
developments of international se-
curity law. It covers the basic char-
acteristics of international security,
the role of the United Nations Orga-
nization, regional organizations, and
states in the maintenance of interna-
tional peace and security. It assesses
legal grounds and basic instruments
with a special focus on enforcement
measures of the UN Security Coun-
cil, peace-keeping operations, count-
er-terrorist activity, and self-de-
fense. Professor Douhan will also
give an overview of the most recent
challenges in this versatile field in-
cluding the application of unilateral
sanctions by states and regional or-
ganizations, cyber threats and cyber
security, as well as the impact of cy-
ber security issues on human rights.
In addition to weekly lectures via
Zoom Video, reading materials and
practical cases for discussion will
be provided through Moodle. The
course will be taught Fridays from 9
a.m.until 11 a.m,, starting November
6, 2020. Registration is open through
eCampus until October 29, 2020, at
midnight.

The program consists of eight courses in total:
three core courses with a written exam at the
end of each and five elective courses without a
separate exam. A final exam, both written and
oral concludes the program and has you earn
your certificate.

We aim to provide you with an advantage aris-
ing from the delayed start to this upcoming
winter semester: we offer two attendance
courses (both elective courses for the cer-
tificate or regular courses for the “Fremd-
sprachenschein”) in October to have you com-
plete these before the regular classes start.

If you are interested in the legal sys-
tem of the United States of America
and other common law systems, our
Faculty offers a certificate program in
‘Anglo-American Law & Language”.
The Program consists of three obliga-
tory “core” courses and five “elective”
courses. You can choose your elective
courses from all English-language
legal courses offered at our Faculty.
These include courses like U.S. Con-
tract Law, U.S. Tort Law and a variety
of courses with a focus on internation-
al law.

Of course, participating in the program
means that you will have to do some
extra work. However, many of the
courses are offered as block courses
during the semester, leaving you with
enough time to prepare for the regular
exams. Plus, as a German student, you
will get a “Freisemester” according to
§ 25 Abs. 2 Nr. 4 JAG NRW.

Moreover, graduating the program
comes with many benefits: you deep-
en your skills in legal English by writ-
ing exams and actively participating in
classes. You gain insight into foreign
legal systems and problems that are
increasingly relevant in a globalized
legal community, especially if you
plan to work internationally. Addition-
ally, the program helps you prepare
for your studies abroad and you will
earn a certificate, which will assist you
in your future career. You can register
through the Zfl homepage and start in
the winter or summer semesters.

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Our Partnership
in the Ukraine

Our Faculty maintains an
exchange partnership with
the National University Kyiv
- Mohyla Academy (NaUK-
MA) in Kiev, Ukraine since
2018. The European Com-
mission's KA107 project line
funds this possibility within
the ERASMUS program. We
could recently secure addi-
tional funding for both stu-
dent and teaching mobility
between Bochum and Kiev.
This project is rather gener-
ous and provides a monthly
stipend of 700 Euros to our
outgoing students.

For starters, the
NaUK-MA is the oldest uni-
versity in the Ukraine and
arguably the most presti-
gious. It offers a wide range
of subjects in International
Law and hosts a Jean Mon-
net Chair in EU Law.

The ERASMUS program of-
fers financial support for
those, who spend at least
two months in another Eu-
ropean country to conduct
an internship. All you need
to do is find a placement,
where you wish to work and
get the confirmation signed
by your future employer. Sub-
sequently, you can complete
the application form for the
ERASMUS scholarship on-
line. The main requirements
for such a stipend are that
your internship lasts between
two and twenty-four months
and your destination is in
the European Union, Iceland,
Lichtenstein, Norway, Turkey,
or Macedonia. For other des-
tinations and in certain other
cases we can also help you
finance your internship with
a different organization, e.g.
the DAAD.
